
DEVELOPMENT AND PEACE URGES CANADIANS TO GIVE FOR PAKISTAN 

As devastating floods continue to ravage Pakistan, the organization DEVELOPMENT AND PEACE is urging Canadians to make a donation for flood victims.

The government of Pakistan now estimates that 20 million people have been affected by the floods, making the disaster comparable to other recent humanitarian events like the Tsunami and the earthquake in Haiti. 

DEVELOPMENT AND PEACE is part of the Caritas Internationalis network, a worldwide federation of Catholic organizations fighting against poverty and injustice. In Pakistan, local partner Caritas Pakistan has strong ties with local communities and quickly mobilized to distribute emergency relief in the worst-affected areas. 

DEVELOPMENT AND PEACE has contributed $50,000 to their emergency relief program but says that it is not enough. 

“Caritas Pakistan estimates that at least $5 million is needed just to get water, shelter, food and other emergency needs to people. That doesn’t even include what will be needed to rebuild houses, roads and bridges or to help people regain their livelihoods,” explains Casey.
