What Does It Mean to Be Catholic Today?
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The English Deanery of the archdiocese recently held a Mission entitled What Does it Mean to Be Catholic Today?  The Mission began on Sunday, March 22nd at Immaculate Heart of Mary parish, and continued for two further evenings in the Greater Moncton area on Monday at St. Augustine’s parish and Tuesday at St. Bernard’s parish, where Eucharist was celebrated before moving north to Elsipogtog on Wednesday and Rexton on Thursday.  Presenters were Fr. Anthony Bidgood, C.Ss.R. from the archdiocese of Saskatoon and Anne Walsh from the archdiocese of St. John’s.  

Fr. Tony spoke of the importance of living a personal relationship with Jesus in this community called the Church. Baptism he reminded us leaves “an indelible mark on our soul.” He spoke of the challenges we encounter in our living out of that, and of the pain parents in particular can experience when the religious traditions that they have lived and passed on to their children are ignored and shunned by them. But because of the mark on our souls we receive at Baptism, though we forsake God, God never forsakes us.
